| flew to Rome on September 18" and we are visiting many locations in Rome, the Amalfi Coast,
San Giovanni Rotondo (where Saint Padre Pio is interred), as well as Padua, Verona, Assisi, and Venice. | will return on
Monday, September 30". | will keep all our parishioners in my prayers.

The One Faith, One Family, One Future Capital Campaign is moving forward. The interest and support have been great.

| heard some rumors that | may have not sought enough parishioner input regarding the need for a Capital Campaign at
this time. This past spring Carlos Proafio, from Guidance and Giving, met with numerous parishioners and did a Weekend
in-pew survey at the Masses. There was overwhelming support to move forward with a Capital Campaign. For that
reason, we decided to start the Capital Campaign this fall.

The campaign will finance the following projects: new bathrooms compliant with Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA),
installation of an environmentally friendly and efficient air conditioning for the Church, interior repair and painting of the
Church, termite abatement, repair and repainting of the Parish Rectory and Annex A, B, and C. Finally, if we raise enough
funds, we hope to install Solar Panels in order to reduce the electrical costs that run in the tens of thousands of dollars
each year.

These projects are not trivial but necessary. They are maintenance projects that should have been addressed years ago,
but the parish was financially unable to do so. They are projects that must be done sometime and so there is no time like
the present to start. Commitment Sunday for the One Faith, One Family, One Future Campaign will be on Saturday and
Sunday, October 12" & 13". Please support this important and historic campaign and share it among your friends and
fellow parishioners.

The Knights of Columbus would like to thank all
our parishioners and those in the community who
donated blood last September 8th, with the Red
Cross.

Language Arts Unit. We continue to focus on Reading
Comprehension and identifying key details in text. We have
had two Spelling tests and the students are showing mastery
with their vowel sounds and blending. This is a great
foundation as we continue to progress with the curriculum in
English Language Arts!

In Math, we are using Math Mountains as a tool to determine
the difference between addition and subtraction. Critical
thinking skills are being developed as we visually identify the
partners, addends, sums, totals and differences in math
sentences.

Faith formation is very meaningful in 2nd grade as students
prepare for their Reconciliation and First Holy Communion.
We are learning about God’s Written Word and how the Good
News from the Bible tells us how much God loves us and that
we can always count on Him. Students are also practicing
kindness by filling up their marble jar with good deeds of
friendship and stewardship towards others.

In Social Studies we are learning about events that happened
long ago and yesterday through Primary and Secondary
Sources. Students are making many meaningful connections
as they relate artifacts and photographs to discovering facts
about their own family history.

Science has been fun for the students as we are identifying
properties of matter and the differences between liquids
and solids. Through online videos and mini-labs in the
classroom, students are able to observe the impact that
temperature has on making a solid a liquid. We are also
learning about types of materials that are able to hold their
shape despite the changes in temperature.

Students are enjoying the dynamics of our learning
environment that P.E., Library, Music, Technology and Art
bring to their development holistically. These specials
enhance the curriculum and make the children feel a part of
our school-wide community as well as make for the well -
rounded individuals in which we pride ourselves as active,
faith-filled Catholics. Our mission in Second Grade is to grow
and thrive academically, spiritually and socially.

The students are learning the importance of prayer and becoming
disciples of Christ by our words and actions.
