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A Message from FR. MIKE r

Dear Parishioners and Friends of Saint Joachim,

On this 16™ Sunday of Ordinary Time, the Gospel reading from St. Luke reminds us about the proper
use of the gift of time, a fundamental aspect of a stewardship way of life. Our passage highlights the
day that Martha and Mary hosted our Lord in their home. We are told that Martha, as a good steward, welcomed Christ
in but then became “burdened with much serving” while her sister and fellow hostess chose to simply sit with Jesus and
listen to Him speak.

Martha became indignant at Mary’s behavior and complained to Jesus, “Lord, do you not care that my sister has left me by
myself to do the serving? Tell her to help me.” But Jesus, in His infinite wisdom, refused to get pulled into this sisterly spat.
Instead, He offered Martha a fresh way to look at the situation. “Martha, Martha, you are anxious and worried about many
things. There is need of only one thing.”

What is that one thing? It is to put Jesus first in our lives and above all other things; to “sit at his feet” and listen as Mary
did, giving Him the first priority of our time no matter how busy we think we are. When we truly commit to putting Christ
first in our daily lives through a regular time of prayer and frequent participation in the sacraments, we will find that all our
other concerns become less pressing, less overwhelming.

Why is this so? Because the time we invest in our relationship with God saturates all aspects of our lives with His grace.
And because God cannot be outdone in generosity, He will abundantly reward any sacrifice we make in order to spend
time with Him.

En este 16° Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario, la lectura del Evangelio de San Lucas nos recuerda el uso
correcto del don del tiempo, un aspecto fundamental de una forma de vida de mayordomia. Nuestro
pasaje destaca el dia en que Marta y Maria recibieron a nuestro Sefor en su hogar. Se nos dice que Marta, como buena
anfitriona, le dio la bienvenida a Cristo, pero luego se “encargo del servicio”, mientras que su hermana y compaiiera de
casa eligid simplemente sentarse con Jesus y escucharle hablar.

Martha se indigné por el comportamiento de Maria y se quejé a Jesus: “Sefor, ¢no te importa que mi hermana me haya
dejado sola para servir? Dile que me ayude.” Pero Jesus, en su infinita sabiduria, se negd a meterse en esta disputa
fraternal. En cambio, le ofrecié a Martha una nueva forma de ver la situacién. “Martha, Martha, estds ansiosa y
preocupada por muchas cosas.
